	Funding and Budget

	Within annual financial constraints the Liberty Trail Chapter will endeavor to maintain $3,000 in a rolling reserve account.  It is assumed that the need will not be the same each year.  During the year of a National Conference it may peak.  The chapter will endeavor to replace the amount used from year to year into the $3,000 reserve fund.    

	Review and Approval

	1. The chapter president appoints a financial assistance committee to include a chair and 2 to 4 other board members to serve on the committee.
2. The President refers applications to the Chair of the Financial Assistance Committee.

3. The chair will forward applications to committee members and schedule conference call meetings to review and recommend on the application.

4. The committee will evaluate and research the application, financial assistance need and consider applications on a “first come first serve” basis.

5. The recommendation will be made to the President who may approve the recommendation directly or as may be appropriate poll the chapter board officers for consideration.  
6. The chair of the financial assistance committee will notify the recipient (and sponsor as may be appropriate) of the application decision.

	Tracking & Records 

	1. The Chair of the Financial Assistance Committee shall maintain paper and electronic records of applications and determinations.

2. A excel three year accumulative current status summary report shall be maintained by the FA chair and be available for review as may be requested by the President and/or board.
3. Records will be transferred with each leadership and Triennium change.
